



Theme Synthesis: Pull together all of the different pieces of the story and explain how they work together to express a significant theme. Begin with a topic sentence that includes the title and author of the story and the theme you think is important. They show how the theme is developed throughout the story, using plot, characterization and figurative language. As you evaluate themes, remember that themes should be universal and relevant (valuable for everyone, no matter who they are, where they live or when they live).Use literary terms and at least two quotations from the story to prove your points. Be sure to carefully explain each quotation and example. Conclude with a sentence that summarizes the theme, evidence and importance of it all.
